When life changing tragedies occur in our lives feeling Gods 
love is often impossible especially if we believe He is all powerful 
and in control of all things. The prevailing thought is if he loved 
me, he would not let this happen. When we consider his plan, we 
replace faith with human reasoning and we just can’t figure it out. 
When you put feeling with human reasoning you will produce 
doubt and eventually despair. God’s love is not a feeling it is a fact. 
Eternal life, the presence of the Holy Spirit are facts. The times 
when we are tempted and we take a God given suggestion and are 
delivered are facts. It’s ok to ask God with our unbelief. It’s Ok to 
say I don’t understand. In our minds we have the fear that life will 
never get any better. 1 John 4:18a There is no fear in love; but perfect 
love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. We feel the torment 
but we don’t have to stay there. Jesus has a way of assuring us that 
we are safe because of the fact He has conquered all things, even 
death. When we trust the fact of His love we can trust He has a 
plan for us and He has the power to make sure it happens. When 
you can’t feel the love trust the fact that it is real. Focus on the fact 
and not the feeling. We do not fear when we are confident the 
power in control of the situation is able to overcome what we fear.
